(Mt 7:1-2) For besides the reason of which we have spoken, it is for this
cause also dangerous to judge concerning others because in those matters in which we are offended - as we do not
know the need or the reason for which they are really acting either rightly in the sight of God, or at any rate in a
pardonable manner - we are found to have judged them rashly and in this commit no light sin, by forming an opinion of
our brethren different from what we ought.
